FOREWORD

The Technic Books of Alfred’s Basic Piano Library are precisely coordinated with
the Lesson Books, Recital Books, and Theory Books. This book not only reinforces
the new principles encountered in Level 1B, but constantly reviews material
previously covered and prepares for what lies immediately ahead.

This book contains 10 groups of exercises, plus an additional set to use away from
the piano. Each' group has just 4 exercises (A, B, C, D). As you move through the
Lesson Book, you will move to new groups of exercises, in accordance with the
instructions at the beginning of each group. When you begin any new group, you
may start by practicing just ONE exercise from that group, dropping the first
exercise of the previous group. Add a new exercise every other day, dropping
another from the old group. This way, you are always warming up with just FOUR
exercises.
