Getting Started:

The device requires three(3) AAA batteries, which are not included.
To install the batteries, loosen the screw that secures the cover to
the battery compartment, which is located in the device’s handle.
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Do not mix old and new batteries.

Do not mix alkaline,

standard (carbon-zinc), or rechargeable
(ni-cad, ni-mh, etc.) batteries.

Once the cover is removed, insert the batteries following the polarity (+)(-)
inside the fitted battery compartment. Do not force a battery into place with
the polarity reversed because this can damage the device. Insert the battery
compartment, replace the battery door and secure the cover in place.

Please note: Battery compartment fits only one way. DO NOT force the
battery compartment inside the device's handle. See Figure 1.

Operating:

To power on the camera and viewing screen, simply hold the trigger down.

When you are done observing, let the trigger go and the device will turn off. 03
