Guess What…
The temple was built in Jerusalem by King Solomon, the son of 
David, and was destroyed by the Babylonians. The temple was a 
special building where the Israelites worshiped God. It replaced a 
tent called the tabernacle that was made when Moses lived. When 
the Israelites prayed, they faced toward the temple.

Nabonidus, king of Babylon, left his son Belshazzar in charge of the kingdom while he was gone. 
For this reason, Daniel was made the third highest ruler. Belshazzar is called Nebuchadnezzar’s “son” 
because he was a king after him.
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1. Summary of Daniel 5:1-6: After King Nebuchadnezzar died, Belshazzar 
became king of Babylon. He had a big feast, and he and his officials drank wine 
out of the gold and silver cups that Nebuchadnezzar had taken from the 
temple of God in Jerusalem. While they drank, they praised the gods of gold, 
silver, bronze, iron, wood and stone. Suddenly, a hand appeared and wrote in 
the plaster on the wall. The king was so frightened that his knees knocked 
together!

Get Active
