Every name had w
a meaning attached to it, and it would often signify something
important. Today we often choose names based on meaning

too — whether it is the meaning of the name or what the name
means to us (like maybe you were named after a special relative).
Many people have wondered what God's name is. In Exodus 3,
Moses asked God what His name was, and the Hebrew Bible tells
us that His name is YHVH. We cannot pronounce a word with no
vowels, so you will often see it or hear it pronounced as Yahweh.

In many Bible translations you will notice it says I AM because

that is the closest English translation of the Hebrew YHVH. God

is the great I AM, who was and is and is to come.
