Gather your pieces tock and 3-hole punch them. Next, in the lower right-
hand corner numbeljoyy cardstock from 1-14. Place in 3-ring binder. The front of
the first page will have your cover sheet glued to it. Then, your first “detail” sheet will
be glued to the back of that page. The booklets for your first chapter will then be
glued to the front of your second page. This lay-out allows you to view anything for
the chapter you are studying at the same time! You will follow this process
throughout the entire binder-builder.

Located at the top right corner of each page, you will find the chapter and the pages
where it can be found in The Story of Us book. Each page will also have all
directions for the construction of the mini-booklet, pages to read, and what your
student will record in the mini-booklet after reading to show what is learned. A small
key is also here to show you where to glue each mini-booklet onto the card stock.
