3. Students will have an opportunity to practice their alphabetizing
and reading/writing skills by using the Spelling Dictionary to
perform the following tasks:

Record their weekly
“Working Words” in the
appropriate locations at
the back of the Spelling
Dictionary.

Use the Spelling Dictionary
as a resource for writing
sentences and stories.
