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RULES ABOUT SENTENCES

THE BASICS

Th e Rule #1: Beginning Capital
The beginning word of each sentence MUST begin
with a capital letter.

Rule #2: A Complete Thought
Every sentence MUST be a complete thought.

Rule #3: Ending Mark

Every sentence MUST end with an ending mark
of punctuation.

TYPES OF SENTENCES

1. Statement
A statement tells or commands something.
Ending Mark =. (period)

2. Question
A question asks something.
Ending Mark = ? (question mark)

3. Exclamation
An exclamation exclaims (shouts or expresses strongly).
Ending Mark =! (exclamation point)

THE ESSENTIALS
Rule #4: 1
I is always capitalized.

Examples:
I will walk to the store.

He and I will go to church.
