EXODUS 33:12-16 people.' But You have not let me know whom You will send with me.
Yet You have said, 'l know you by name, and you have also found grace
in My sight.'

13 "Now therefore, I pray, if I have found grace in Your sight, show
me now Your way, that I may know You and that I may find grace
in Your sight. And consider that this nation is Your people."

14 And He said, "My Presence will go with you, and I will give you rest."

15 Then he said to Him, "If Your Presence does not go with us, do not
bring us up from here.

16 "For how then will it be known that Your people and I have found
grace in Your sight, except You go with us? So we shall be separate,
Your people and I, from all the people who are upon the face of the

earth."

DAY THREE
EXODUS 34:1, 4-9 1 And the LORD said to Moses, "Cut two tablets of stone like the first

ones, and I will write on these tablets the words that were on the first
tablets which you broke."

4 So he cut two tablets of stone like the first ones. Then Moses rose
early in the morning and went up Mount Sinai, as the LORD had
commanded him; and he took in his hand the two tablets of stone.

5 Now the LORD descended in the cloud and stood with him there, and
proclaimed the name of the LORD.

6 And the LORD passed before him and proclaimed, "The LORD, the
LORD God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abounding in
goodness and truth,

7 "keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression
and sin, by no means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the
fathers upon the children and the children's children to the third and the
fourth generation."

8 So Moses made haste and bowed his head toward the earth, and
worshiped.

9 Then he said, "If now I have found grace in Your sight, O Lord, let my
Lord, I pray, go among us, even though we are a stiff-necked people;
and pardon our iniquity and our sin, and take us as Your inheritance."

DAY FOUR

EXODUS 34:27-32 27 Then the LORD said to Moses, "Write these wor.ds, for according to
the tenor of these words | have made a covenant with you and with
Israel."

28 So he was there with the LORD forty days and forty nights; he neither
ate bread nor drank water. And He wrote on the tablets the words of the
covenant, the Ten Commandments.
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29 Now it was so, when Moses came down from Mount Sinai (and the
two tablets of the Testimony were in Moses' hand when he came down
from the mountain), that Moses did not know that the skin of his face
shone while he talked with Him.

30 So when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the
skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near him.

31 Then Moses called to them, and Aaron and all the rulers of the
congregation returned to him; and Moses talked with them.

32 Afterward all the children of Israel came near, and he gave them as
commandments all that the LORD had spoken with him on Mount Sinai.

34-38 5 'Take from among you an offering to the LORD. Whoever is of a
willing heart, let him bring it as an offering to the LORD: gold, silver,
and bronze."

21 Then everyone came whose heart was stirred, and everyone whose
spirit was willing, and they brought the LORD's offering for the work of
the tabernacle of meeting, for all its service, and for the holy garments.

29 The children of Israel brought a freewill offering to the LORD, all
the men and women whose hearts were willing to bring material for all
kinds of work which the LORD, by the hand of Moses, had commanded
to be done.

33b So Moses finished the work.

34 Then the cloud covered the tabernacle of meeting, and the glory of
the LORD filled the tabernacle.

35 And Moses was not able to enter the tabernacle of meeting, because
the cloud rested above it, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.

36 Whenever the cloud was taken up from above the tabernacle, the
children of Israel would go enward in all their journeys.

37 But if the cloud was not taken up, then they did not journey till the
day that it was taken up.

38 For the cloud of the LORD was above the tabernacle by day, and fire
was over it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all
their journeys.
