 Sacred:  Lessons for Tenêbres, Motets
Interesting Facts:  Couperin frequently “painted” musical pictures (character pieces) of his 

friends in his harpsichord compositions.  His later compositions were part of the French 
Rococo movement—a delicate and highly ornate style popular at the time.
