Notre (s) nos (pl)
votre (s) vos (pl)
notre (s) notres (pl)
votre (s) votres (pl)

notre et votre are always accompanied by le ou la (ou du, des).
Elle habitait dans la maison a cété de la nétre; c’est notre voisine.

You will know which one to use by noting that notre et votre is followed by a noun,
while la (le) notre et la (le) votre are not. Actually, le et la replaces the noun. Take a
good look at the examples and the exercises.
