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These readers have been written using a strictly controlled 
vocabulary. Text uses only decodable regular words 
(according to the week by week progression of Letters 
and Sounds) along with ‘tricky words’. Tricky words are 
frequently used words that are not decodable at this phase.

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What do you say about the piano? Who has 
tried the piano?
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Let’s play the drums. Do you like the drums?
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How about the violin? You will need to sit 
down on a seat to play the violin.
