How to Use this Guide

This guide is intended to help you
study, understand, and enjoy The Hobbit.
You might ask if a guide is really neces-
sary to read a book. Is the student not just
working to improve reading skills while
being taught to enjoy reading a good book?
Certainly, it is the case that the more a
child reads, the more he should improve
his skills, but quantity is not the only issue.
Once a child has received adequate pho-
netic training he should learn how to read
a book. Most educators using this guide will
have children in the grammar stage, gener-
ally understood to be during the elementary
years in classical education. (For a thorough
understanding of classical Christian educa-
tion a reading of Recovering the Lost Tools
of Learning, by Douglas Wilson is highly
recommended.) The basic goals of reading
in the grammar stage are as follows:

The student should be able to:

1. Fluently read a given selection orally.
2. Show an increased desire for reading.
3. Show comprehension on a literal and
inferential level.

4. Demonstrate an increased vocabulary.
5. Identify basic Biblical values in the lit-
erature being read.

6. Identify various styles (myths, poems,
fantasy, fiction, non fiction, etc.)

At the teacher’s discretion a project
could be done later than it is listed, how-
ever, the projects should not be presented
before they are suggested or students many
not have all the information to complete
them as they are listed at the place after
the material in the text has been covered.
The projects are best related to the story at
the suggested sequence. (One exception is

The Wilderland Map Projects which could
be used at the end of the book as a cumula-
tive test.)

Diorama Project follows Chapter 1

Rune Translation Project follows Chapter 3
Who Am I? follows Chapter 8

Riddled Identity follows Chapter 12
Characters follows Chapter 15

Wilderland Map Project follows Chapter 18

Vocabulary is listed in the back and
should be covered before the student reads
the particular chapter.

Answers to the questions are found in
the back of the guide. Although the answers
are written in complete sentences, they are
not as detailed as you should expect from
your students. They should restate the ques-
tion in their answer,
and the thoughts should be complete
and thorough.

Example:

Question: Who was Gandalf?
Answer: Gandalf was a wizard who came
to visit Bilbo.

Such writing practice trains the stu-
dent to answer thoroughly, completely, and
with proper grammar. Another reason is to
encourage integration. We want students to
understand that how they write something
is as important as what they write.

The question of grading is one that
always arises. Unless otherwise indicated
you should assume that each question is
worth one point.

May you and your students gain a great
appreciation for this wonderful book.
