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Before Reading:
•	 Look at the front cover and read the title together.
•	 Get the children to describe the image.
•	 Help the children with vocabulary to assist with language development. 
•	 Ask the children to suggest what is going to be discussed in the story.

Reading and Responding:
•	 While looking through, discuss what is happening on each page. 
•	 Ask the children what each baby animal might be doing, thinking or 

feeling.

After Reading:
Ask the class questions related to the topic, for example:  
•	 Can you think of some other baby animals that you have seen?
•	 How do you take care of a baby animal? For example, feed it, cuddle it, 

keep it warm.
•	 Can you think of some words that describe what baby animals are like? 

For example, cute, little, cuddly….SAMPLE
