Charlotte Mason: A methodology based on the work of a 19th century educator who maintained that
children learn best from literature (Living Books), not textbooks.

Classical: A methodology based on the Latin Trivium (three stages of learning), including the grammar stage
(memorization and facts), logic stage (critical thinking), and rhetoric stage (developing/defending ideas).

Unit Study: A thematic or topical approach centered around one topic that integrates multiple subject areas.

Montessori: A methodology based on the work of a 20th cenfury educator that emphasizes student and
sensory-driven discovery learning and real-life applications.

Sequential: Curriculum progresses through well-defined learning objectives. Emphasizes mastery before
moving o the next topic.

Spiral: Topics and concepfts are repeated from level to level, adding more depth at each pass and
connecting with review.

Conceptual/Topical: Focus is on the “why,” often with a unifying concept as well as specific skills; coverage
may be broader.
